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About Springdale First School 

Springdale is a co-educational school for pupils aged between 4 and 9 years. The school is part of The 

Hamwic Education Trust, and works closely with other Hamwic schools in the local area, forming the 

Hillary Partnership. The school was opened in 1966. Situated on the edge of Broadstone, it is fortunate 

to benefit from wonderful grounds consisting of a woodland area and a large playing field. The school 

was recognised as Outstanding by Ofsted in November 2013.

Springdale is a two-form entry school, with the capacity for 300 children on roll. The pupils are spread 

across ten classes with a yearly intake of 60 pupils into Foundation Stage.

Partnerships with Families

We have an ‘open door’ policy at Springdale First 

School and encourage regular and honest conversations 

between staff and families. Each term we hold either a 

parent/teacher meeting or provide a written summary 

of the children’s progress.
